2. Behavioral Health Services: RMCHCS	10 Minutes
Erika provided information on the Behavioral Health Services located on Vanden Bosch Parkway in Gallup, NM.  The health service is open to anyone seeking in-patient treatment.  Those who seek treatment will receive free admission, bedding, work rehab opportunities which will lead to employment after completion of the program, therapy, drug testing, and personal transformation.  Applications are available and an individual must be a New Mexico resident to seek in-patient treatment through the Behavioral Health Services.  This facility will also offer youth treatment, which will open to New Mexico youth residents as well.  Currently, the youth treatment is not available. a. OSAP Recipient Meeting 8/30-31/2016

Both principles have expressed interest in utilizing the Botvin Lifeskill curriculum, so coordination of dates will be scheduled according to each school.  Chief Manuelito will focus on 6th grade students again while JFK may focus on 6th, 7th, and 8th grade students depending on which class they will be allowed into.

Chavez, when the dust settles, we will meet again to review the recommendations and work on the wording.  In the meantime, Stacey mentioned we will have time to build a more solid relationship with school representatives.
